	When do we play
	· Under 6 to 11 and seniors. All matches are played on SATURDAYS ONLY For under 8, 9, 10 and 11, a separate Knockout competition runs on Saturday afternoons (this is an extremely limited commitment depending on the success of the team). Under 6 to 11, on the June Queen's Birthday weekend a gala six a side competition is held.  

· Senior competition matches (All Age and Premier League) take place on Saturday afternoons also two ‘week night’ competition knockouts occur during the season.

· Under 12 to 17 all matches are scheduled for Saturdays, although washed out matches may be played on Sundays.   Under 12 to 17 teams will have the opportunity to enter a seven a side gala in late May at a small additional fee.

	When do we start
	· After registration, teams will be formed and your child placed in a team. 

· Training will start in March and some trial matches will be played in March.

· Your manager will inform you of training times before March.

· Competition starts on the first Saturday in April (ie. 2nd April 2011)

	Photos -
Players aged 8 to 11 need to supply 2 passport size photos signed on the back by the player (unless supplied in 2009 or 2010)
Birth Certificate – All new players must provide a copy of their birth certificate and the registrar must also sight the original document.  (Passports are also acceptable)
Jersey -
will be provided by the club (Club colours: red, white and black)

Socks -
All black socks ordered through the club

Shorts -
Players provide their own shorts (all black) 

Shin Pads -
Players provide their own shin pads (these are compulsory)
Boots - 
Players provide their own soccer boots, expensive boots are not necessary

are not necessary – but may be ordered through the club
